
DirecƟons to the Bosserts’ Property East of Rocksprings 

1) From Ingram, take TX Hwy 27 west to Mountain Home.  

2) In Mountain Home, take TX Hwy 41 west. 

3) Take Hwy 41 about 25 miles to US Hwy 83. 

4) ConƟnue on Hwy 41 another 15.8 miles.  A dirt road 
called Hackberry Road will be on the leŌ.  There is a 
green sign as shown in the picture.  The unmarked dirt 
road on the right is Country Road (CR) 240.  

5) Do not turn on Hackberry Road!  Instead, turn right on CR 
240.  Go 6.9 miles to CR 247 (at 0.2 miles you’ll see 
a sign with “CR 240” on it as shown in the picture;  
in another 3.6 miles the road makes a sweeping 90 
degree turn to the right; in another 1.2 miles the 
road veers to the leŌ at a fence with the words 
“Mitchell’s” wriƩen on it as shown in the picture; 
go another 2.0 miles). 

6) You will see a sign with CR 247 poinƟng to the leŌ and CR 248 
poinƟng to the right as shown in the picture.  Turn leŌ on CR 
247. 

7) Go 0.6 miles.  You will see a blue sign with “41 Ranch” on 
it and an arrow poinƟng to the right.  Take a right on that 
road. 

8) Go 0.4 miles to the first of two 
gates (gate shown in the picture).  
This gate has a combinaƟon lock 
on it.  Contact the Bosserts for the 
combinaƟon.  Go through the 
gate and lock the gate behind 
you. 



9) Go 0.3 miles to an intersecƟon with a blue sign with several 
lots designated on it as shown in the picture.  The Bosserts’ 
lot is # 25.  Take a leŌ at that intersecƟon. 

10) Go 0.7 miles.  There will be a road on the right with a gate 
across it.  This is the second of two gates.  You will see a 
telephone pole on the corner as shown in the picture. 

11) This gate has a key lock on it.  Several lockboxes are 
hanging on the right side of the gate.  Locate the 
lockbox with “25” wriƩen on the front.  The Bosserts 
will provide you with the combinaƟon to the lockbox.  
Open the lockbox to get the key to open the silver lock 
shown in the picture.  Go through the gate and lock 
the gate behind you.  Return the key to the lockbox. 

12) Go 0.8 miles.  You should see a stake on the leŌ side of 
the road.  This is the southernmost point of the 
Bosserts’ property.  ConƟnue on the road for another 
0.6 miles (road makes a hard leŌ turn).  As you do the 
road forms the southeastern and northeastern 
boundaries of the property (property is on your leŌ).  
Just as the road enters a wooded area, turn leŌ onto 
the property.  You should see the green cabin shown in 
the picture in the distance.
